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Papers must be written in English (Am E).

2.  Papers should be submitted electronically to editor@aiprg.net Submission of a paper will be held to imply that it contains original unpublished work and is not being submitted for publication elsewhere. Please adhere strictly to the general instructions below on style, arrangement, and, in particular, the reference style of the Journal.

3. Manuscripts should be, with 2.54cm top and bottom margins, 3.05cm left and right margins. All pages should be numbered consequently. Titles and subtitles should be short. 

4. The first page of the manuscript should contain the following information: (i) the title; (ii) the name(s), and institutional affiliation(s) of the author(s); (iii) an abstract of not more than 200 words.

5. The first page of the manuscript should also contain at least one classification code according to the Classification System for Journal Articles as used by the Journal of Economic Literature (http://www.aeaweb.org/journal/jel_class_system.html); in addition, up to five key words should be supplied.

6. Acknowledgements and information on grants received can be given in a first footnote, which should not be included in the consecutive numbering of footnotes (optional).
7. The text should be 12 Times New Roman, justified. Without indentations, with single line spacing and single spacing after each paragraph. The title of the manuscript should be 12 Times New Roman, bold, in “Small caps” format.. The chapters should be numbered consecutively in Roman numerals. Sub chapters should be 12 Times New Roman, bold numbered in Arabic numerals. If e.g. the sub chapter is in the I Chapter, then all the sub chapters should be numbered 1.1, 1.2, 1.3, etc. Please, refer to the example below:

8. Footnotes should be kept to a minimum and numbered consecutively throughout the text with superscript Arabic numerals. The footnote text should be 10 Times New Roman. A full stop should be put at the end of the footnote text. The spacing after each footnote should be 6 pt.
9. Displayed formulae should be numbered consecutively throughout the manuscript as (1), (2), etc. against the left-hand margin of the page.
10. Tables should be created in word insert table with rows and columns not tabulations with original data and sources attached. Tables should not be saved as word pictures. Tables should have all borders. The font of the tables should be Times New Roman. The word “Table” with its number, along with the title of the table should be 12 Times New Roman bold. The subtitle should be 10 Times New Roman, bold.  The numbering of tables should be conducted within the limits of separate chapters. For example, the numbering of a table inserted in Chapter V should start from 5.1. The other table’s number in the same chapter will be Table 5.2.

The text within the table should be 12 Times New Roman. Try to make the text as short as possible but in no case abbreviate the text. It is highly recommended to round the multi-digit numbers. 

 The number of the table should be followed by a full stop. The numbering of tables in annexes/appendixes should be conducted within the limits of the annex/appendix they are placed in.  Always give source lines. The words “Source” and “Note” as well as the text should be 8 Times New Roman, Italic.  The references to hyperlinks should not be active (linked to a website). For example, http://www.aiprg.net/en/content/10/. 

The table should not contain any colors and highlights as well as should fit within the page margins.
11. Illustrations can be inserted in the text. For every picture you want to use, ask yourself whether the information a) is really pertinent and b) will truly benefit from being presented in this form. Please, avoid using colorful illustrations as the colors will eventually be difficult differentiate as the publication is black and white. Always give source lines. The numbering of illustrations should be conducted within the limits of separate chapters as in case of tables. The titles of the illustrations should be 12 Times New Roman bold. The subtitle should be 10 Times New Roman, bold. The numbering of illustrations in annexes/appendixes should be conducted within the limits of the annex/appendix they are placed in. The number of illustration should be followed by a full stop.  Always give source lines. The words “Source” and “Note” as well as the text should be 8 Times New Roman, Italic.  The hyperlinks serving as a source should not be active .
12. Figures, graphs and diagrams should to be word inserted with original data and sources attached and in no case saved as a picture. The graphics need to be instantly understandable and convey information that will be useful to the reader. Please, avoid using colorful graphics as the colors will eventually be difficult to discern as the publication is black and white. The text in graphics should be Times New Roman, non-bold. The titles of the graphics should be 12 Times New Roman, bold. The subtitle should be 10 Times New Roman, bold. The numbering of graphs should be conducted within the limits of separate chapters as in case of tables and illustrations. The numbering of graphics in annexes/appendixes should be conducted within the limits of the annex/appendix they are placed in. The number of the graph should be followed by a full stop. Always give source lines. The words “Source” and “Note” as well as the text should be 8 Times New Roman, Italic.  The hyperlinks serving as a source should not be active.
13. References to publications should be as follows: Smith (2002) reported that...' or 'This problem has been studied previously (e.g., Manukyan et al., 2002)'. The author should make sure that there is a strict one-to-one correspondence between the names and years in the text and those on the list. The list of references should appear at the end of the main text (after any appendices, but before tables and legends for figures). It should be double spaced and listed in alphabetical order by author's name. The text of the references should be 12 Times New Roman. The publication titles should be in italics. Please, refer below for an example:
